Trailblazer Teen Staff 
Since there is only one week of camp, opportunities 

for teens to serve as camp staff are much more 
limited. This year, you may want to consider be-
coming a Trailblazer Teen Staff (TTS). 

Participants must: 

 Be at least fourth year campers. 

 Have met the requirements and become 
trailblazers at a previous year of camp. 

 Be ready, willing and able to serve the 
entire week of camp, if necessary. 

Trailblazer teen staff will: 

 Serve on a rotating schedule, as camp 
staff for approximately 2 days, and as 
regular campers the remaining 3 days. 

 The schedule will be determined by the 
TFC staff; TTS will not choose which days 
they prefer to work. 

Because of the increased responsibility and 
work involved, TTS campers will attend at a 
lower cost ($165—see registration form).
